The Intentionality behind Big Books
Big books have a few features that are different from a “typical” children’s book. 
1. The pages of the book are not bound, which allows children to manipulate the pages. This increases initiative and empowers children to retell the story in any order they like. 
2. Certain words in the book are written in a different color to draw children’s eyes to that particular word. The words that are in color are the key vocabulary words that we want children to learn and support the concept discussed in the book. 
3. Big book should always have a real picture instead of an illustration. Children are able to identify and relate better to a real picture of an object.
