Tangerines, Tangelos, Mandarins

(Science / Math)

Book:
Tangerines and Tea, My Grandparents and Me, Alphabet Book by Ona Gritz; Oranges by Inez Snyder
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Nutrition Link:  Key concepts:

1. Mandarins are a fruit and they grow on trees.

2. Mandarins are orange and they have skin.

3. Mandarins have lots of vitamins A and C.

4. Vitamin A helps keep our eyesight strong and our skin healthy.  Vitamin C helps heal our cuts, keeps our gums healthy, and helps our bodies fight illness.

Objective:
To show increasing ability to add and subtract small quantities of objects. 
Supplies:
Tangerines, Tangelos, Mandarin Orange (which ever is available or in season); paper plate for each student
Directions:
The teacher will give each student a tangerine, tangelo, or mandarin orange.  The students will peel their fruit and separate the segments on to their paper plates.  Also, have the students remove the seeds (if there are any) and set them aside.  Have students count how many segments came in their fruit.  Mark the number on their plates.

The teacher will ask the students different questions about their segments such as, “How many segments will be left, if you gave one piece to your neighbor?”  “How many will you have if you received one from your neighbor?”  “How many will you have left if you ate 1, 2, 3…?” 

The teacher can continue asking questions that involve adding or subtracting until all the segments are gone.  

The students can now count the seeds they set aside to see if each fruit had the same amount, which fruit had the most, and which seeds are largest (tangerine, tangelos, mandarins).
